2016 JUDICIAL PERFORMANCE EVALUATION STATISTICAL REPORT
Pursuant to 8§13-5.5-103(1)(g), C.R.S. (2013)

Of the 128 judicial officers eligible to stand for retention in 2016, 110 judicial officers received evaluations by
State and District Commissions. One hundred and eight (108) judicial officers will appear on the ballot in 2016.
(See Table A for a breakdown by judge type.) Two judges did not file for retention even though they had been
evaluated by a commission.

State and District Commissions recommended 106 of 108 (98.1%) judicial officers be retained in office. Of the
remaining two, District Commissions recommended two judges not be retained in office.
